January 2009 Action Items and Projects

Action Items 

1. Contact Karen Gilvarg at NH city hall regarding the potential signing of all future locations of planned greenway trails in New Haven. We need someone to take this on. 

2. Mike Piscitelli has asked us to design an anti-dooring brochure to put on post cards  We need someone or a team of people with some artistic ability to do this. 

3. Decide on a set of dates and times when the BPS and/or ECC members could meet or schedule a conference call with Amy Pfieffer from Nelson/Nygaard to discuss their work on the Bike/Ped Gap Analysis. 

4. NEW PROJECT: Sen. Martin Looney wrote a letter to DOT Commissioner Joseph Marie, in support of a bike station at Union Station. The DOT have a lukewarm and vague response. We need to push back and draft a letter asking for specifics, and include pictures of real bike stations in places like San Francisco. If we can develop a very high-quality letter, we may be able to turn it into an op-ed or letter to the editor. 

1. Action Item: Get a BPS volunteer of group of volunteers to draft letter 

2. Action Item: Review Letter w/BPS, ECC and run the final version by Mike P. 

3. Action Item: Contact area newspapers to run the letter as an Op-ed 

4. Action Item: Send letter to DOT Commissioner 

5. NEW PROJECT: Based on the $5 Million placemark, we need to weave together a bike (and pedestrian?) plan that incorporates the Elm Street Bike Boulevard, the Bike Station at Union Station, and the recommended improvements that come out of the Bike/Ped Gap Analysis. 

Additionally, we will look at the overall goals of the action plan we submitted last year and incorporate all outstanding tasks. The end product should be a polished bike (and pedestrian?) plan that is comprehensive and recommends a series of improvements based on priority, with a firm timeframe included. In other words, this plan should tie together all the goals of this committee. 

6. NEW PROJECT: The Bikes Belong grant was awarded to improve bicycle access to Union Station. Based on the comments we’ve received from ECC members, the most crucial improvement to Union Station, is the establishment of “A+” bicycle parking. Bike parking at Union Station should be safe, accessible, easy-to-use, convenient, and affordable. 

ECC has been asked to recommend a consultant to scope out and buy the pilot models for a bike station. The budget for this is roughly $15,000 

1. Action item: discuss use of grant money w/ECC at monthly meeting (or via email?) to gain consensus on the use of the Bikes Belong Grant 

2. Action item: Compile a list of consultants specializing in bike stations 

3. Action item: Review all consultants and get a consensus form the full ECC group 

4. Action item: From the list, make a recommendation to the city
